Horse Lake Mesa (HLM) is a 14,500-acre enclosed
(high fence) Game Park managed exclusively for
trophy elk. Rifle bull hunts are available beginning in
September, and cow elk hunts begin in October and
run through November. Hunters can expect
opportunity at 320-400+ SCI bulls. The 2016 average
score was 337 SCI and hunter success approaching
90%. Hunters also have an opportunity to hunt bears
in Spring or in the Fall during bull or cow elk hunts.

Notes:

1. Hunter orange is recommended

2. Hunters must hunt and shoot within the fenced
boundaries of the HLM Unit

3. Class A is OFF LIMITS to hunting. Guides are
responsible for knowing hunt boundaries
